Dreary, rainy weather greets young adult as he angrily exits the store where
he was just fired from his position as the shop owner's assistant. Stomps down
the couple of stairs, kicks at pop=can, nearly missing a car and a lady walking
her dog. He is wearing jeans and a tough looking jacket. Lady is surprised and
a little scared of his roughness towards her. He angrily walks down the sloping
wet street where it had been raining moments before.
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The Art of Peace Challenge encourages youth to create artistic works that
motivate Albertans to reach out and help people living with family violence

or bullying while creating a culture of support. Youth between the ages of

14 and 20 were invited to submit artwork in the categories of dance, fim/Avideo,
literary/writing, music, theatre, visual and multidisciplinary art. Some of the
submissions are featured throughout this calendar.
